Episode summary:
Child refugees Leah and Rebecca arrive in Alexandria. The city’s Roman authorities are  
trying to capture them. Macky and his parents (Samuel and Diana) decide to take Leah and 
Rebecca into their home-despite Diana’s initial reservations. Samuel states that they’ve got  
good reasons not to be afraid. He tells the story of Daniel and the Lions’ Den to show how  
God rewarded Daniel’s faith and courage.

Learning objectives:


- To understand what it means to be afraid of something
- To know how Christians try to deal with fear
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Lesson introduction:
In today’s lesson, you will be talking about fear – be aware that some students may be 
frightened of very real things at home or outside school. Treat their fears sensitively and be 
aware of school policies on how to deal with any child protection issues that may arise.  


Explain that this is the first episode of a series of stories that are set in a place called 
Alexandria in Egypt, during the time of the Romans. If your class have been learning about 
the Romans you might like to expand this section to recap what they have already learned.


Tell students that in this episode they will meet many of the main characters who will 
appear in the first series of Friends and Heroes. 
Introduce the lesson objective. Ask students what it means to be afraid of something. 


•	 Why are we afraid of things? 
•	 How can we cope with fear? – share an example of how you personally deal with 


fears. 


Story focus and Activities:
Explain that in today’s episode, there are many times when different characters might feel 
afraid. 


Show Friends and Heroes DVD Episode 1: Long Journey to 9:24 minutes when Diana 
reminds the family that they have got many reasons to be afraid of the Romans. 
Stop the DVD and ask students to complete Worksheet 1.1a, noting the characters who 
were afraid, and when and why they felt like this. 


Allow students about ten minutes to complete this task and discuss, taking note of who 
was afraid and what caused their fear. Encourage students to speak clearly, explaining who 
was afraid, when and why they were afraid. 
Ask students what physical signs the characters showed when they were afraid.


Tell students that in each of the Friends and Heroes episodes, there are Bible stories to 
help us to understand the theme of the episode better. The Bible stories are from both the 
Old Testament (before Jesus) and the New Testament (during or after Jesus’ life) parts of 
the Bible. The Bible story they are about to see is from the Old Testament and shows how 
someone called Daniel faces something which must have made him feel afraid. 


Show from where you stopped the DVD to 11:48 minutes when Daniel is thrown into the 
lions’ den and Darius closes the door. 


•	 How must Daniel be feeling now?
•	 How must King Darius be feeling? 


Draw out the idea that Daniel may have felt afraid and that Darius might have worried for 
his friend. 
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Ask students what they think will happen to Daniel. 
Show the episode to 13:05 minutes when Diana ‘invites’ the girls to join them for dinner.

Reflection:
Paired talk: Ask students to think about why Samuel told the story.


•	 Whose benefit was it for?
•	 What did it remind the family? (that they, like Daniel could trust God when they 


were afraid)


Explain that when Christians are afraid, like Daniel, they ask God for help in the situation 
that they are in. Make sure that students understand that Christians believe that God will 
hear them and answer their prayer, even though it may not be in the way they would want 
or expect. 


Introduce Worksheet 1.1b – When I feel afraid – which is an opportunity to respond to the 
learning objective through poetry. 
Model writing a suitable first line to the poem e.g., “When I feel afraid” Together, write a 
second line and then ask students to complete the poem independently.


Assessment:
Can students explain what it means to be afraid? 
Can students give some advice to someone who may be afraid?

Lesson 22.1: G
od Provides


Lesson introduction:
Play ‘Flap the Fish’ – see Worksheet 22.1a for instructions. Divide the class into teams 
of five. Dependent on the age of the students, you may like to prepare the game first 
or let students make the fish themselves. Ensure that they all have the same amount of 
newspaper though, to make the game fair.


Story focus and Activities:
Explain that the reason for the ‘Flap the Fish’ game is that in today’s episode, Lucius tells the 
story of Jesus feeding five thousand people with just two fish and five loaves of bread. This 
was one of the miracles Jesus performed. 


Show Friends and Heroes Episode 22 as far as 10:11 minutes where Macky is considering 
how he will get the grain into Jerusalem. 


Ask students the following questions: 
•	 What is the problem that Macky faces in this episode? (the people in Jerusalem are 


running out of food)
•	 Why is this a problem? (the zealots will get so hungry that they won’t be able to 


fight and defend Jerusalem)
•	 What does Macky want to do? (he wants to get some grain into Jerusalem so that 


the zealots can make bread)


Explain that Lucius helps Macky to think about his problem by telling the New Testament 
story of Jesus feeding five thousand people using just five loaves and two fish. Give each 
student a piece of paper and ask them to draw a very basic outline of five loaves and two 
fish on it and then draw lines across each loaf and each fish, as though dividing them up 
into many pieces. 
After a few minutes, ask students how many portions they have managed to divide their 
pictures into. Is it anywhere near five thousand portions? 
Ask students to show you how much food they would each get if you tried to share five 
loaves and two fish between five thousand people. Agree that it would probably only be a 
crumb of bread. 
Ask if anyone remembers how much food was left over. (there were twelve baskets)
Working in pairs, ask students to discuss how this could have happened. Discuss and 
explain, if necessary, that Jesus has performed a miracle. Something amazing had 
happened because Jesus had asked God for help and God had provided for the problem 
that Jesus faced in having to feed all the people. 
Ask them how they think God might provide for the zealots in Jerusalem. 
You could make five bread rolls and share them between the class. (see Worksheet 22.1b)


Reflection:
Explain to students that Christians believe that when they have a problem they should pray 
to God and ask him to provide a solution to their problem. This is not like magic. God may 
provide food or money if that is what is needed but, as in the story, he usually helps by 
using other people. In the Bible story, God was able to use the food that a little boy had in 
order to feed everyone else. Christians believe that it is important to be able to help other 
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people – they may in fact be the answer to someone’s prayer. 
If appropriate, allow the students some time to think about something that they need in 
their lives, e.g. food, clothes. Who provides them with the things they need? 
You may like to say a prayer, thanking God for the things 
that he provides and the people that he uses to do this.


Assessment:
Can students retell the story of Jesus feeding the five thousand?
Can they explain why the story was a miracle?

Flap the Fish!

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Home Made Bread 


1. Measure water in a large bowl or 
stand mixer and stir in 1 tbsp brown 
sugar. Sprinkle the yeast over the top 
and set aside until foamy, about 10 
minutes.


2. Add 1 cup of all-purpose flour and 3 
cups of whole wheat flour along with 
remaining brown sugar, salt vegetable 
oil and milk to the bowl. Mix on low 
speed to blend ingredients. Mix on medium speed adding 1/2 flour at a time until the 
dough cleans the side of the bowl. You may not need all the flour. 


3. Oil the bowl and turn the dough to coat. Cover loosely and set aside to rise until 
doubled, about 1 hour.


Divide into 2 equal portions and use a rolling pin to roll each one into a rectangle that is 
about 16 x 8 inches. Press  out all air bubbles. Roll rectangles into loaves. 


4. Place loaves into greased loaf pans. Cut a few slits across the top of each loaf.


5. Preheat oven to 400. Bake loaves for 15 minutes, then reduce temperature to 350. Bake 
an additional 30 minutes, or  untl loaves are deep brown.

Ingredients:
•	 1 1/2 cups warm water
•	 1 tbsp brown sugar
•	 2 (.25 ounce) envelopes active dry yeast
•	 2 cups all-purpose flour
•	 4 cups whole wheat flour
•	 1/3 cup backed brown sugar
•	 2 tsp salt
•	 1/3 cup vegetable oil
•	 1/2 cup milk, room temperature
